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What is HDR Photography?

High dynamic range photography is a set of 

techniques that allows a greater dynamic range 

of luminances between light and dark areas of a 

scene than normal digital imaging techniques. 

An HDR image is created by using special 

computer software to process three or more 

photographs of the same scene taken under 

different exposure settings.

HDR images contain more detail in bright and 

dark areas than ordinary images.
